« Are you posting potentially embarrassing/inappropriate pictures
of your child to everyone? This could cause problems for your
child in the future e.g. bullying or negative body image.

« Are you posting images with other children in the background?

(This may seem harmless, but there could be a child who is

adopted and not allowed on Social Media)
